I prefer to write on the computer because I can change so much there. [  ] Pa 
My outline and text structure hardly change during the writing process. [  ] Pl 
I like to write by hand, with good pens in neat notebooks.  [  ] S 
I think about my decisions for a very long time or am rarely sure whether I have made 
the right decision.

I write a lot on pieces of paper. At work, at home, I write everywhere. I have bits of 
paper everywhere.
